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Wudom Proirie Project a siccess!

In 2012, the sisters had an opportunity—and took a
chance. A 53-acre parcel surrounded by their
property was on the market with interested buyers
ogling over a parcel primed for development on Lake
Mendota’s north shore. The sisters saw this as an
opportunity to conserve more land, and restore it to
natural prairie and oak savanna.

The opportunity fit well with the sisters’” mission
of caring for the earth. However, they knew they
couldn’t do it alone without the help of the greater
community. The Wisdom Prairie Project was born.

We are pleased to report that the support has come,

The goal of the project was to acquire and begin the

initial restoration of this parcel in order to integrate
it with the rest of the restored prairie and oak savanna at Holy Wisdom Monastery. Some of our major supporters and partners
in 2014 include Town of Westport ($35,000), Madison Community Foundation ($30,000), Madison Metropolitan Sewerage
District ($15,000), Evjue Foundation ($10,000) and James E. Dutton Foundation ($5,000).

There are three major benefits to the success of the Wisdom Prairie Project that so many became a part of:

The first benefit of this project is that we are conserving more open space in a rapidly urbanizing area north of Lake Mendota.
In the next 10 years, there will be 5,000 new homes in the area. We are pleased for the opportunity to conserve a natural plant
and wildlife habitat that our guests can continue to enjoy for generations to come.

The second benefit of this project is that a prairie and oak savanna reduce phosphorous runoff into our lakes as compared to
agricultural land. In fact, Dane County estimates that there will be a reduction of 110 pounds of phosphorous that end up in
Lake Mendota each year once this parcel is restored to native prairie and oak savanna. Dane County Executive Joe Parisi has
cited that every pound of phosphorous that ends up in our lakes translates into 500 pounds of wet algae. This means we can
count on 55,000 fewer pounds of wet algae per year in our lakes as a result of this project! The blue green algae growing in our
lakes makes it difficult for native aquatic life to thrive, and also makes the lakes less enjoyable for people.

The third benefit of this project is that it will greatly help with one of Dane County’s largest priorities for Parks and Recreation:
creating trail connectors for cyclists and pedestrians between existing open spaces. This parcel was one of the missing links to
connect Governor Nelson State Park to Lake Mendota County Park and the Pheasant Branch Conservancy in Middleton. This
trail would run through the land at Holy Wisdom Monastery. It is expected that this trail will benefit the 20,000 citizens of
Middleton, 4,500 in the Town of Westport, and the additional 10,000 people that will be moving into new homes in the next
10 years in our area.

Thank you to everyone who was a part of making this project a success, and providing open space to enjoy for generations
to come.



Friends of Wusdom Prairie

The Friends of Wisdom Prairie came into existence in 2014 for the purpose of helping the sisters care for the earth. This
includes hands-on work in land management—restoring prairie, savanna and woodlands native to southern Wisconsin. In
addition, the Friends of Wisdom Prairie Council created several programs that will provide environmental education infused
with Benedictine spiritually to stimulate enthusiasm for the good work of caring for the earth. These programs include a series
of dinner lectures with speakers on environmental and eco-spirituality topics, a series of outings to visit other natural areas to
see how they care for the earth, and several tours of the monastery lands to learn about our native flora and fauna.

In 2014, Holy Wisdom Monastery received a comprehensive analysis of its land and a plan for ecological land management.
The plan calls for the restoration of all the fire communities that likely inhabited monastery lands before European settlement,
including open prairie, savanna grasslands with a few open grown oaks and oak woodlands. The Friends of Wisdom Prairie
volunteers vigorously undertook the huge task of converting the sisters’ new property, which was mostly farm land, into these
complex but beautiful ecological communities. Probably the most impressive of these restoration activities came with the
sowing of prairie seed on nearly 20 acres of an old soy bean field at the beginning of November by nearly 100 volunteers.

In addition a lot of weedy trees that had grown up in the farmer’s fence rows were cut down to “clean the slate” for the future
savanna. The Friends volunteers also worked to sustain the earlier prairie restorations on monastery land.

There were two dinner lectures held in 2014 which were well attended and warmly received by attendees. The experience was
enhanced by the friendly interactions over wonderful meals prepared by monastery chef Barbara Wright. There was one outing
to visit the Pheasant Branch Conservancy, a beautiful neighboring natural area. These programs were so well received that more
extensive series were planned for 2015.
